Approval of 2/16/10 BOD Minutes: Approved.

Call to Audience: Queries about F-35s, unsafe school traffic on Norton between 3rd and 4th Streets. Cook (who is organizing and indexing SHNA records) requested assistance in locating missing minutes of prior Board meetings.
Reports of Officers:

President (O'Dowd): Suggested the following neighborhood events: Picnic in the park; book fair; Sam Hughes authors event; tailgate party at Himmel Park; tribute to Mrs. Bethel, Sr. Bell volunteered to head up an Events Committee and investigate ideas. 
V.P. (Stokes): Nothing other than further discussion about water rate increases.
Standing Committee Reports:


Elderly Housing (Carbajal): At a Tucson Housing and Catholic Community Services meeting, it was declared there are no funds available now for solar panels retrofitting. Possible non-profit board members being considered are Tucson Police Department, Tucson Fire Department, Safeway.
Newsletter, Membership & Technology: Wallis circulated the information from a 3/3/10 meeting presented by the City of Tucson Neighborhood Planning & Support Staff about the cutback in budget regarding future neighborhood mailings. Until the budget is finalized, there will only be one more free mailing. The deadline for the Spring Newsletter is April 7th. 
Traffic (Mackey): City is talking about starting RTA effort on the 8-lane expansion of Broadway from Euclid to Country Club. An informational meeting is scheduled in April. Discussion of the possibility of most widening on the north side of Broadway. Funding is a mix of 1997 Pima Co. bond issue and RTA funds. The alignment was approved by Mayor & Council in 1987. Issues are: 8 lanes needed? Is Ordinance proposed in '87 applicable today? How would lanes be configured? How could this affect the neighborhood? Rincon Heights & Sam Hughes represented on the task force. 

Land Use Variance request (Stokes): Under consideration is home expansion out to lot line on Wilson between 5th & 6th. Architect coming to the next meeting re Broadway Village expansion. 
Historic Preservation (O'Dowd): 1) Suggested that Water Pump Station be a memorial park, with local church participation; 2) Re Tucson Pima Co. Historic Commission nomination of Mark Mayer for an award, motion made, seconded and passed that SHNA support the nomination.
Military Community Relations (Donahue): Donahue and Mungaray will attend a meeting on 3/17/10. 
Schools (Stokes): State cutting school budget 10%. Proposal is that Sam Hughes School will cancel kindergarten, tuition of $200/mo. will be charged for all-day kindergarten.

CCRC (O'Dowd): 1) Sam Hughes and Rincon Heights meeting re concerns about noise, lighting

and visual impact when UofA practice football field expanded.
Sam Hughes Cares for Seniors (Classen): There is a real need for additional volunteers, especially for driving seniors to weekday appointments. Call 561-0113 if interested.
Security: McLaughlin to contact Debbie Stertz about the status of Neighborhood Watch programs in the neighborhood.
