Meeting called to order by O'Dowd at 7:07 p.m. 

Approval of 3/16/10 BOD Minutes: Approved.

Call to Audience: 
1. Mr. Lyon spoke about Villa Catalina's mid-century architecture and acceptance of historic status.

2. Ms. Cortesi presented a brief overview of PCOA, how it related to Sam Hughes Cares for Seniors, that records indicated the neighborhood had provided at least $5,500 services the past year.
3. Mr. Grassinger, representing the Broadway Village ownership group, presented 1) a drawing outlining a preliminary Planned Area Development (PAD), showing provision for 2 additional one-story buildings along Country Club, changes to Eastbourne and Manchester (keeping access to Broadmont), upgrading of landscaping, and 2) a chart showing the PAD process. There will be a neighborhood meeting before zoning application is scheduled.
Reports of Officers:

President (O'Dowd): He and Bell will attend a Ward VI forum on 4/23/10. The following issues were suggested as topics to be considered: Himmel Park/library renovation; F35 issue; minidorms; expansion of Broadway; crime; parking.

V.P. (Stokes): Sam Hughes School is holding a "Literature Night" for K-5, 4/22/10, 5:30-7:30 at Rincon Market.

Standing Committee Reports:


Elderly Housing (Carbajal): 
Newsletter: Deadline for next issue May 1st.

Membership: Bell spoke about special offers for home security and as to community development, that the annual pool party may be resurrected in the future in conjunction with other events.

Technology: The possibility of residents applying for membership on-line discussed.

Sam Hughes Cares for Seniors (Classen): The program was reviewed and the decision made that the program needs reorganization and during a temporary hiatus assistance will be obtained from Interfaith Community Services.

Schools (Stokes): 1) Presently there are 225 students enrolled for next year at Sam Hughes; 2) 40 students are registered for all-day kindergarten; 3) $61,703 of the $88,059 tax credit will be spent for chess, P.E., reading tutors and AIS salaries.
Traffic/Broadway Corridor (O'Dowd): Circulated a letter to Steve Kozachik/Ward VI on behalf of SHNA and Rincon Heights after a meeting 4/7/10, reiterating the following concerns: 1) need for citizen input in the planning process; 2) need for review of the 1987 plan and alignment; 3) need for deferral of the project until 22nd & Downtown Links projects are completed; 4) need to expend $71 million in RTA and County bond funds + $21 million in City road funds, if transportation benefits are marginal and damage to neighborhoods and small businesses is substantial.
Military Community Relations (Donahue): The 3/17/10 meeting included an update re 1) Operation Snowbird complete; 2) Wylie study available in May; 3) draft of Environmental Impact Study for basing F-35s at TIA available in late 2010, final decision probably in late spring 2011; 4) no F-35s available for fly-over tests; 5) if F35s go to TIA, they will probably also use DMAFB; 6; live ammunition loaded on planes not decided.

Parkwise (Hoban): Attended meeting of neighborhoods adjoining downtown because Chris Leighton of ParkWise was speaking. He presented plans to recoup funds by changing restricted parking, dropping special event parking program and increasing permit fees. Tentatively rates would be raised from $2.50 to $48/yr (Mon-Fri 8-5), $60/yr (Mon-Sat 8-10), $72/yr 24/7, $10 for football permit. West University chose 24 hr. parking restriction. Only 4 enforcement officers will ticket during football games. The plan will be announced in May and implemented 8/1/10. This year 2 enforcement officers' tickets resulted in $55,000 to ParkWise (12% of the amount collected). ParkWise is NOT doing a survey of neighborhood needs with permit holders as suggested by the Downtown neighborhood meeting. SHNA subcommittee will meet with ParkWise again next week to clarify the SHNA position and recommendations.
